As summarized by Adelman, “photographs 
are a primary source that assist us in understanding the 
conflict.” 

More than 3,000 individual photographers made war-re-
lated images, creating a visual record of the conflict that 
is unparalleled in human history. Photographers visited 
camps, hospitals, prisons, battlefields, and cities, all provid-
ing a powerful and poignant glimpse into the realities of the 
Civil War and the impact it had on public opinion.
